"The attempt by the rulers of a nation [France] to destroy all religious opinion and to pervert a whole people to atheism is a

phenomenon of profligacy [act of moral depravity].... [T]o establish atheism on the ruins of Christianity [is] to deprive

mankind of its best consolations and most animating hopes and to make a gloomy desert of the universe."

 

 - Alexander Hamilton: Attorney; Captain of artillery in the Continental Army, Lieutenant-Colonel and

aide-de-camp to General Washington, member of the Continental Congress, member of the New York State

Assembly, delegate to the Constitutional Convention where he signed the Federal Constitution, member of the

New York State ratification convention for the Federal Constitution, one of the three co-authors, along with

James Madison and John Jay, of the Federalist Papers which were instrumental in securing the ratification of the

Federal Constitution, appointed Secretary of U.S. Treasury by President George Washington, appointed

Inspector General with the rank of Major-General, Hamilton called Aaron Burr dangerous and held a poor

private opinion of him, causing Burr to challenge Hamilton to a duel in which Hamilton was killed.
