James Madison

"I entirely concur in the propriety of resorting to the sense in which the Constitution was accepted and ratified by the nation.
In that sense alone it is the legitimate Constitution. And if that be not the guide in expounding it, there can be no security for a
consistent and stable, more than for a faithful, exercise of its powers.... What a metamorphosis would be produced in the code
of law if all its ancient phraseology were to be taken in its modern sense."

- James Madison: member of the Continental Congress; delegate to the Constitutional Convention where he
signed the federal Constitution; along with Alexander Hamilton and John Jay, he co-authored the Federalist
Papers which were instrumental in securing the ratification of the federal Constitution; member of the U.S.
House of Representatives where he helped frame the Bill of Rights; Secretary of State under President Thomas
Jefferson; elected as the fourth President of the United States.
