- John Jay: Attorney, Diplomat, Jurist; member of the Continental Congress where he was President of

Congress; helped write the New York State constitution; Chief Justice of New York Supreme Court;

co-authored, along with Alexander Hamilton and James Madison, the Federalist Papers - which were

instrumental in securing the ratification of the federal Constitution; appointed first Chief Justice of the U.S.

Supreme Court by President George Washington; Governor of New York; Vice-President and then President of

the American Bible Society; member of the American Board of Commissioners for Foreign Missions
